EXTENSION CORD USE

Allowed to use with:

· Pendants

· Wiring of fixtures

· Connection of portable lamps or appliances

· Elevator cables

· Wiring of cranes and hoists

· Connection of stationary equipment to facilitate their frequent interchange

· Prevention of the transmission of vibration or noise

· Appliances where the fastening means and mechanical connections are designed to permit removal for maintenance and repair

· Data processing cables approved as a part of the data processing system

Not allowed:

· As a substitute for the fixed wiring of a structure

· Where run through holes in walls, ceilings, or floors

· Where run through doorways, windows, or similar openings

· Where attached to building surfaces

· Where concealed behind building walls, ceilings, or floors

*2 extension cords cannot be plugged into each other (i.e. “Daisy Chaining”)!

*Extension cords can only be used on temporary, portable pieces of equipment!

*Must be listed by a Nationally Recognized Testing Laboratory (NRTL).
