Flammable Storage Cabinet Regulations:

Not more than 120 gal. (454 L) of Class I, Class II, and Class III liquids may be stored in an approved storage cabinet.  Of this total, not more than 60 gal. (227 L) may be of Class I and Class II liquids and not more than 3 such cabinets may be located in a single area, unless separated by at least 100 ft.

Storage Outside a Cabinet:

The quantity of liquid that may be located outside of an inside storage room or storage cabinet in a building or in any one fire area of a building shall not exceed:

· 25 gallons of Class IA liquids in containers

· 120 gallons of Class IB, IC, II, or III liquids in containers

· 660 gallons of Class IB, IC, II, or III liquids in a single portable tank
